The 

young writers will explore various writing styles and methods of self-

expression. They will meet and write with new friends. 

Who should attend? 

Students ages 6 -18 who are interested in writing. 

Where will the camp be held? 

Campers will meet at the Texas State University campus in  

San Marcos OR in Round Rock. 

When will the camp be held?    

July 5-9 and July 12-16 9 am—noon:  ages 6-8 & 9-11  

July 5-9 and July 12-16 1:00 pm-4:00 pm:  ages 12-1 4 

July 5- 9 and July 12-16 –1:30-4:30pm:  ages 15-18  

What is the cost of the camp? 

The cost is $225 per child.  If two or more siblings are enrolled, cost 

is $200 per child.  Each young writer will receive a T-shirt, a book, 

and a published anthology, a collection of the writing submitted by 

each participant.
